SESSION DESCRIPTION
In this session, we describe the role of systematic screening in a Comprehensive, Integrated, Three-tiered (Ci3T) model of prevention. We explain how systematic screening data are used along with other data collected as part of regular school practices to (a) inform instruction at Tier 1 (e.g., integrated lesson planning, respectfully responding to challenging behavior, (b) empower teachers with low-intensity supports (e.g., behavior specific praise, instructional choice, precorrection, and increased opportunities to respond), and (c) connect students to validated Tier 2 (e.g., self-monitoring, targeted reading instruction) and Tier 3 (e.g., functional assessment-based interventions, FABI) supports. We introduce a range of free-access resources to support systematic screening efforts ranging from selecting and installing a systematic screening tool to using these data to inform instruction for students and professional learning efforts for adults.
